	Requirements for participants, documents and (or) information to verify the requirements for participants 
	1. A participant shall be a legal entity or an individual, including an individual entrepreneur that has submitted its offer.

2. When conducting public procurement procedures, the following requirements shall be imposed on the participants:

2.1. compliance with the requirements established by the legislation to a legal entity or an individual, including an individual entrepreneur, engaged in the supply of goods (performance of work, delivery of services) that are the subject of public procurement, namely:

- permit (license) to carry out activities (pharmaceutical activities) for production or distribution* of medicines, issued by the authorized body of the participant’s country.**

If a narcotic drug or psychotropic substance is offered for supply, the participant must provide a permit (license) for activities related to turnover of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and their precursors.

* “distribution” shall mean activities related to procurement (purchase, acquisition), storage, import, export, sale (except for sale to the public) without limitation of volumes and transportation of medicinal products;

** Residents of the Republic of Belarus and the Russian Federation shall provide a copy of the permit (license) for pharmaceutical activities or an extract from the Unified Register of Licenses valid in the territory of the Republic of Belarus or the Russian Federation, respectively.

- document confirming registration of the participant in the country of its origin:

а) registration certificate of the participant or extract from the trade register of the country of the participant’ registration (for residents of member states of the Eurasian Economic Union);                 б) extract from the trade register of the country of the participant’ registration (for non-residents of member states of the Eurasian Economic Union).

Extract from the trade register of the country of the participant’ registration must be issued not earlier than 12 (twelve) months before the deadline for preparation and submission of proposals.

2.2. absence of outstanding taxes, duties (levies), penalties of a legal entity or an individual entrepreneur. This requirement does not apply to a legal entity or an individual entrepreneur who is in the economic insolvency (bankruptcy) procedure used to restore solvency (in the rehabilitation procedure).

Compliance with this requirement is confirmed by providing the following documents and information:

-resident participants, - by including in the offer a statement (the form of the statement is attached - Annex No. 3) on absence of outstanding taxes, duties (levies), penalties as of the first date of the month preceding the date of submission of the offer. The organizer shall check such information through the official website of the Ministry of Taxes and Levies of the Republic of Belarus in the global computer network Internet.

2.4. a legal entity or an individual, including an individual entrepreneur, employee (employees) of such legal entity or individual entrepreneur must not render to the customer (organizer) services on organization and conduct of public procurement procedure, including counseling, and on formation of the requirements to the subject matter of public procurement and (or) preparation of opinion about the review, evaluation and comparison of proposals;

2.12. a natural person, including an individual entrepreneur, a person exercising the powers of the sole executive body of the legal entity participating in public procurement procedure, and a person who has the right to give binding instructions to such legal entity on the basis of the constituent documents or a concluded contract, has no unexpanded or outstanding conviction for crimes provided for in Articles 209 - 212, 216, 235, 243 – 2433, 424 - 426, 429 - 432 and 455 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Belarus.

3. Compliance with the requirements set forth in clauses 2.3. - 2.12 of this section is confirmed by the participant’s statement (form of statement is enclosed – Annex No. 4). 

4. If the participant offers goods originating from the Republic of Armenia, Republic of Belarus, Republic of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic and (or) Russian Federation, and the participant has supporting documents for the offered goods, the participant shall make a statement on offering such goods in the first section of the proposal and on providing a document confirming the country of origin of the goods in the second section of the proposal.

5. Copies of documents made in a foreign language shall be submitted with translation into Russian and (or) Belarusian languages.

IV. Procedure for price formation of proposal
The price (rate) submitted by residents of the Republic of Belarus, in addition to the cost of the goods themselves, must include the cost of transportation, packaging and marking of the goods, payment of customs duties, indirect taxes (including value added tax (hereinafter - VAT)), fees and other mandatory payments to the republican and (or) local budgets, including state special-purpose budgetary, state non-budgetary and innovation funds (if such are stipulated by the legislation), 

Value added tax accounting should be calculated by formula Х= Р*1.1; where Х – the participant’s rate, Р – the participant’s price, 1.1 – VAT rate for medicinal product.

If a resident of the Republic of Belarus is recognized as the winner, the contract price shall be calculated inclusive of VAT, the price per package shall be calculated exclusive of VAT.

The price (rate) submitted by non-residents of the Republic of Belarus, in addition to the cost of the goods themselves, must include the cost of transportation, packaging and marking of the goods, indirect taxes (VAT), and customs payments at the rate of ____%. Customs payments and VAT accounting should be calculated by formula X=P*1.0____*1.1; where Х – the participant’s rate, Р – the participant’s price on СIP terms, 1.1 – VAT rate for medicinal product.

If a non-resident of the Republic of Belarus is recognized as the winner, the contract price shall be calculated less customs duty and indirect tax (VAT). This requirement shall also apply to the participant-resident of the Russian Federation or another EAEU or CIS country supplying goods from the territory of a third country.

The price per unit of goods upon conclusion of the contract (agreement) shall be determined by dividing the purchase cost for the lot by the quantity of goods purchased. The participant who made the last bid should, within 10 minutes, reduce it to a multiple of the number of packages with the price per package with two decimal places in terms of the contract price in foreign currency for non-residents of the Republic of Belarus or in terms of the contract price in Belarusian rubles for residents of the Republic of Belarus.

If the participant fails to take the above action, the price per package shall be calculated by discarding the third and subsequent digits after the decimal point in terms of the contract price in foreign currency for non-residents of the Republic of Belarus or in terms of the contract price in Belarusian rubles for residents of the Republic of Belarus without using rounding rules.

When the price is formed by a resident of the Republic of Belarus (not the manufacturer of the Republic of Belarus), the maximum wholesale markup should not exceed 50% of the one established by the legislation.

V. Name of the currency in which the price of the proposal shall be expressed, the name of the currency and, if necessary, the exchange rate to be used to conclude the contract.
The price (rate) of the participant must be expressed in Belarusian rubles.

If a resident of the Republic of Belarus is recognized as the winner, the contract currency shall be Belarusian ruble (BYN).

If the procurement contract is awarded to a non-resident participant of the Republic of Belarus, the price currency may be converted on the basis of the participant’s proposal into RUB, USD, EUR, CNY by re-calculation of the price (rate) of the winning participant into one of these currencies at the exchange rate of the National Bank of the Republic of Belarus on the date of bidding. In this case the payment currency for residents of the Russian Federation - RUB, for other non-residents of the Republic of Belarus (except residents of the Russian Federation) - EUR. If the price currency differs from the payment currency, the payment currency shall be recalculated using the official exchange rate of the Belarusian ruble against the relevant foreign currency established by the National Bank of the Republic of Belarus as of the date of payment.

This electronic auction is carried out in the manner prescribed for by the Law of the Republic of Belarus of July 13, 2012 “On Public Procurements of Goods (Works, Services)” ((as amended by Law of the Republic of Belarus No. 354-З of 31.01.2024) (hereinafter – the Law), Resolution of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus No. 869 of December 15, 2022 “On Public Procurements of Medical Devices, Medicines and Nutrition”, Resolution of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus No. 395 of 15.06.2019 “On Implementation of the Law of the Republic of Belarus “On Introduction of Amendments and Additions to the Law of the Republic of Belarus “On Public Procurements of Goods (Works, Services)”, Resolution of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus No. 206 of 17.03.2016 “On Admission of Goods of Foreign Origin and Suppliers Offering such Goods to Participate in Public Procurement Procedures”, Resolution of the Ministry of Antimonopoly Regulation and Trade of the Republic of Belarus No. 35 of 12.04.2019 “On Methods of Determining the Estimated Value of the Subject Matter of Public Procurement”, Decision of the Council of the Eurasian Economic Commission No. 80 “On Approval of the Rules of Good Distribution Practice within the Eurasian Economic Union”, Resolution of the Ministry of Antimonopoly Regulation and Trade of the Republic of Belarus No. 91 of December 29, 2018 “On Approval of the Instruction on the Procedure for Consideration of Public Procurement Complaints” and other normative acts in the field of public procurements.
VII. The terms and conditions for application of the preference margin 

1. The preference margin shall apply to goods (works, services) specified in the participant’s proposal and forming the subject matter of public procurement.
2. When conducting an electronic auction, the preference margin shall apply in the amount of:

1) 15 percent - in cases where the participant offers goods produced by the participant that originates from the Republic of Belarus and (or) countries that are granted national regimen in the field of public procurement in the Republic of Belarus in accordance with international treaties of the Republic of Belarus;

2) 25 percent - if the participant offers goods produced by organizations of the Republic of Belarus, where the number of disabled persons is at least 50 percent of the list of employees, provided that the share of wages of disabled persons in the total wage fund of such organizations for three calendar months preceding the date of submission of the proposal is at least 20 percent.

Initial price of the electronic auction shall be determined by of the operator of electronic trading platform and shall be displayed on electronic trading platform after placement by the organizer of minutes of opening, consideration of proposals and admission to bidding.

The minutes of opening, consideration of proposals and admission to bidding shall not indicate the initial price of the electronic auction, as well as the registration numbers of proposals of the participants who claimed the right to apply the preference margin.

If the participant offering goods (works, services) specified in part one of this sub-clause is chosen as the winner,  public procurement contract (hereinafter referred to as the contract) shall be concluded at the price of the last bid of this participant, including adjustments in accordance with part four clause 5 Article 43 of the Law of the Republic of Belarus N. 419-З of July 13, 2012 “On Public Procurements of Goods (Works, Services)”, increased by 15 or 25 percent, respectively.

3. The preference margin shall not apply to the part of goods (works, services) that are the subject matter of public procurement, including its lot (part) specified in part one of this sub-clause.

4. When conducting public procurement procedure, the documents confirming the right to apply the preference margin are as follows:

3) if goods originate from the Republic of Armenia, Republic of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic or Russian Federation - statement that the participant is the producer of goods offered by him, as well as a document on origin of goods issued by the authorized bodies (organizations) of these states in accordance with the criteria for determination of the country of origin of goods stipulated by the Rules for Determination of the Country of Origin of Goods, which are an integral part of the Agreement on the Rules for Determination of the Country of Origin of Goods in the Commonwealth of Independent States of November 20, 2009, or its copy

5. Statement about the right to application of the preference margin shall be submitted with documents of Section I only in the manner established by regulations of the operator of electronic trading platform. The documents confirming the right to apply the preference margin shall be submitted with the documents of Section II.

VIII. Amount and procedure for payment of the organizer’s services
Payment for the organizer’s services is not provided.

IX. Requirements for the content and form of the proposal
The proposal shall be prepared by the participant in the Russian and (or) Belarusian languages and submitted by means of its placement on the electronic trading platform within the deadline for preparation and submission of proposal.
The proposal must be made in the form of an electronic document in accordance with the requirements of the Law and taking into account regulation of the operator of electronic trading platform.

The participant must offer a medicinal product of one manufacturer registered in the Republic of Belarus under the national procedure or under the procedure of the Eurasian Economic Union.
Medicinal products in packaging with a design different from that agreed by the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Belarus, produced for the Russian market, with the instructions agreed upon during registration in the Republic of Belarus attached to each package if there are significant differences between the instructions approved in the Russian Federation and in the Republic of Belarus, for in-patient use and sale through the pharmacy network of “Pharmacia” system enterprises shall be allowed to participate in the public procurement procedure of registered medicinal products;
 produced for other markets, with Russian-language instructions (agreed upon during registration in the Republic of Belarus) for each package of the supplied medicinal product, for in-patient use exclusively, or with a Russian-language sticker and with Russian-language instructions (agreed upon during registration in the Republic of Belarus) for each package of the supplied medicinal product for in-patient use and sale through the pharmacy network of “Pharmacia” system enterprises.
Medicinal products with package design and instructions corresponding to the previously agreed design and instructions shall also be allowed to participate in the public procurement procedure of registered medicinal products, provided that these medicinal products are manufactured not later than 180 days from the date of approval of changes.

Quality of the supplied goods shall comply with the normative and technical documentation registered with the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Belarus.

During participation in the electronic auction, each participant shall have the right to submit only one proposal for each lot.

Remaining shelf life of the medicinal product must be:

1. - minimum 40% of the shelf life established by the manufacturer as of the date of delivery, with the basic shelf life of 4 years or more;

2. - minimum 50% of the shelf life established by the manufacturer as of the date of delivery, with the basic shelf life of more than two years and up to four years;

3. - minimum 60% of the shelf life established by the manufacturer as of the date of delivery, with the basic shelf life of two years;

4. - minimum 70% of the shelf life established by the manufacturer as of the date of delivery, with the basic shelf life of less than two years.
Delivery of the first batch of goods in the amount of quarterly demand may have shelf life minimum 40% of the shelf life established by the manufacturer as of the date of delivery. This requirement does not apply to delivery of goods in one lot in the amount of the purchased volume.
X. Requirements for the content and form of the proposal taking into account regulations of the operator of electronic trading platform
The proposal shall be prepared by the participant in the Belarusian and (or) Russian languages and submitted by means of its placement on the electronic trading platform within the deadline for preparation and submission of proposals.

If the subject matter of public procurement are goods, the first section of the proposal must contain specific indicators (characteristics) that meet the requirements of the auction documents, and the reference to the trademark, invention (if any), utility model (if any), industrial design (if any), selection achievement (if any), geographical indication (if available), manufacturer (producer) of the goods, country of origin of the goods. This requirement does not apply to participants taking part in the public procurement procedure by part (lot) generated in accordance with Article 29 of the Law of the Republic of Belarus of July 13, 2012 “On Public Procurement of Goods (Works, Services)”.

The proposal shall include two sections and contain the following information:

The first section of the proposal shall contain:

1.1. graphic image of the screen (screenshot) of the Internet page confirming registration, or a copy of the medical product registration document - a Certificate of Pharmaceutical Product (hereinafter - CPP), or a Registration Certificate, or a free sale certificate (certificate for free sale) - in one of the following countries (Commonwealth of Australia, United States of America, Canada, Swiss Confederation, Japan, Republic of Austria, United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, Federal Republic of Germany, Kingdom of Denmark, Kingdom of the Netherlands, Kingdom of Sweden, Spain, Portuguese Republic), as well as SmPC (Summary of Product Characteristics) or detailed description of characteristics of the medicinal product proposed for procurement - instructions for medical use issued for the country in which registration is confirmed;

1.2. graphic image of the screen (screenshot) of the Internet page of European Medicines Agency or a copy of document issued by European Medicines Agency (Eng. European Medicines Agency (EMEA)) following the results of centralized procedure of registration - Certificate of a Medicinal Product, and SmPC (Summary of Product Characteristics), issued by EMEA, or detailed description of characteristics of the medicinal product proposed for procurement - instructions for medical use;

1.3. graphic image of the screen (screenshot) of the Internet page of World Health Organization (hereinafter referred to as WHO) (Internet address https://extranet.who.int/prequal/content/prequalified-lists/medicines), confirming that the proposed medicinal product has been requalified by WHO, and SmPC (Summary of Product Characteristics), issued by the regulatory authority of the country of manufacture of such medicinal product, or detailed description of characteristics of the medicinal product proposed for procurement - instructions for medical use;

1.4. a document (a letter from the manufacturer and a copy of the marketing authorization previously valid in the territory of the Republic of Belarus) confirming that:

the medicinal product offered for supply was registered in the territory of the Republic of Belarus;

marketing authorization for it expired after 11.05.2015;

composition and manufacturing process correspond to the composition and manufacturing process that were specified in the latest version of the marketing authorization in the Republic of Belarus.

SmPC (Summary of Product Characteristics), or detailed description of characteristics of the medicinal product proposed for procurement - instructions for medical use issued for the manufacturing country must also be submitted.

The requirements of this subclause shall not apply to medicinal products:

marketing authorizations for which were suspended due to an unfavorable safety profile of the medicinal product;

marketing authorizations for which were suspended at the initiative of the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Belarus;

for which, during circulation of the medicinal product on the market, non-compliance with the requirements of the manufacturer’s regulatory document on quality was identified during quality control;

state registration (re-registration, confirmation of registration) of which was refused. 

2. A copy of the document certifying manufacturing of the medicinal product under conditions of Good Manufacturing Practice (GMP), if the submitted marketing authorization, or Free Sale Certificate, or Certificate of Pharmaceutical Product does not contain information on periodic inspection of manufacture of the medicinal product (dosage form) by the authorized body of the manufacturer’s country for compliance with the requirements of Good Manufacturing Practice. As such document may be presented: GMP Certificate, or graphic image of the screen (screenshot) from the EudraGMDP electronic database of GMP certificates, or a printout from the electronic database of the authorized body of the country of manufacture of the medicinal product. The submitted documents must contain complete information about the manufacturer of the medicinal product, including those engaged in manufacture of the finished dosage form, filling and (or) packaging, quality control and other participants of manufacture and quality control of the medicinal product.

4. The participant’s letters of guarantee:

on compliance with the conditions of storage and transportation of the medicinal product;

on providing information from the manufacturer upon delivery of the medicinal product that this batch is already used in the market for which it was manufactured and has no quality claims, or that a new batch of the medicinal product is being supplied to the Republic of Belarus, the main part of which is planned for delivery to the market for which it was manufactured. At the same time, if during the circulation process this batch of the medicinal product is recognized as being of poor quality, the manufacturer undertakes to inform the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Belarus about this;

on possibility to submit a full package of documents to obtain permission to import unregistered medicinal product in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Belarus.
5. If the participant offers goods originating from the Republic of Armenia, Republic of Belarus, Republic of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic and (or) Russian Federation, and the participant has supporting documents for the offered goods, the participant shall make a statement on offering such goods in the first section of the proposal and on providing a document confirming the country of origin of the goods in the second section of the proposal.

XI. Contract
1. The organizer, in accordance with the requirements of the legislation and the specifics of the subject matter of procurement, has developed draft contracts for participants - residents of the Republic of Belarus and draft contract for participants - non-residents of the Republic of Belarus.

These draft agreements (contracts) shall form an integral part of these auction documents.
2. In the event of an electronic auction the contract between the organizers and the winning participant shall be concluded under the terms and conditions specified in the documents submitted for preparation of the proposal, proposal of this participant and in the minutes of the winner selection.

In the event of an electronic auction if the subject matter of procurement is goods, the contract between the organizers and the winning participant, non-resident, shall be concluded under the terms and conditions specified in the auction proposal of this participant and in the minutes of the winner selection, less customs payments to be charged by the customs authorities during import of goods to the territory of the Republic of Belarus, expenses for delivery of goods to the customs clearance point, if they are paid by the organizer.

The contract* between the organizer, enterprises and the winning participant shall be concluded upon expiration of the period for appeal established by paragraph three, clause 2 Article 52 of the Law, but not later than thirty calendar days from the date of decision making about the selection of the winning participant. When calculating this period, the period of consideration of the complaint by the authorized state body for public procurement, established by clause 1 Article 53 of the Law shall not be taken into account.

3. 4. If the period of manufacture of purchased goods (performance of works, delivery of services) is more than a calendar year, the contract shall be concluded for the necessary period, but it shall be executed within the limits of annual appropriations provided for these purposes and specified, if necessary, annually in the contract.

5. Based on the results of the electronic auction, the contract shall be concluded in writing in the form of an electronic document on the electronic trading platform in accordance with the procedure established by parts two through six of this clause.

Within five calendar days from the date of expiry of the period for appeal established by paragraph third clause 2 Article 52 of the Law, and if there was an appeal to the authorized state body for public procurement, within five calendar days from the date of placement in the register of complaints of the decision taken by the authorized state body for public procurement on the results of consideration of the complaint, the organizer shall place a draft contract on the electronic trading platform, the terms and conditions of which are formed in accordance with  these auction documents.

 If the terms and conditions of the draft contract correspond to the terms and conditions specified in the documents provided for preparation of proposal, to the terms and conditions contained in the proposal of the winning participant and the minutes for selection of the winning participant, the winning participant shall sign such draft contract within three working days from the date of placement by the organizer of the draft contract on the electronic trading platform.

In case of non-compliance of the terms and conditions of the draft contract with the terms and conditions specified in the documents provided for preparation of proposal and (or) the terms and conditions contained in the proposal of this winning participant and (or) the minutes of selection of the winning participant, the winning participant shall, within three working days from the date of placement by the organizer of the draft contract on the electronic trading platform, place the relevant notice with objections on the electronic trading platform. The notice with objections may be placed by the winning participant on the electronic trading platform in respect of the relevant draft contract not more than once.

The organizer shall, within three working days from the date of placement of the notice with objections by the winning participant on the electronic trading platform, consider it and place on the electronic trading platform:

in case of full or partial agreement with the objections - notice of agreement to take into account all or individual objections, shall form and place a draft contract with the objections taken into account on the electronic trading platform;

in case of disagreement with the objections - notice indicating the reasons for inability to take into account the objections.

Within three working days from the date of placement by the organizer of the notice specified in paragraphs two and three of part five of this clause, the winning participant shall sign the draft contract.

The contract shall be deemed concluded from the moment of signing by the winning participant of the draft contract in accordance with part three or part six of this clause.

The operator of the electronic trading platform shall notify the winning participant of placement by the organizer of the draft contract, notices specified in paragraphs two and three of part five of this clause, as well as the organizer of placement by the winning participant of the notice with objections in the manner prescribed by its regulations. Operators of the electronic trading platform and the state information analysis system shall ensure placement of the concluded contract in the state information analysis system.

The winning participant shall be recognized as having evaded conclusion of the contract if it fails to sign:

the draft contract within the time period specified in part three of this clause and failure to place the notice specified in part four of this clause;

the draft contract in accordance with part six of this clause.

The contract shall obligatorily contain requirements to the term and (or) scope of guarantees of quality of goods, including shelf life of the medicinal product at the time of delivery.
 Quality of the supplied goods shall comply with the normative and technical documentation registered with the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Belarus.

XII. Miscellaneous 
1. Due to the fact that purchased goods are included in the list of goods of foreign origin, in respect of which the condition of their admission to participation in public procurement procedures is established according to the annex to Resolution of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus No. 206 of 17.03.2016 “On Admission of Goods of Foreign Origin and Suppliers Offering such Goods to Participate in Public Procurement Procedures” (hereinafter referred to as Resolution No. 206), the participant whose proposal contains information on supply of goods originating from a foreign state or a group of foreign states, except for the Republic of Armenia, Republic of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic and Russian Federation, shall be allowed to participate in this procedure only if less than two proposals containing information on supply of such goods originating from the Republic of Belarus, Republic of Armenia, Republic of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic and (or) Russian Federation have been submitted for the purpose of participation in this procedure, and corresponding to the requirements of the auction documents.
